Under Ohio laws, bikes are considered vehicles and subject 
to the same rules of the road.  Helmet is required (only 
CPSC, ANSI, Snell, ASTM approved). 
Refreshments: 

There will be  food/rest stops at Bucyrus High School, New 
Washington, Lowe-Volk Nature Center and pancakes, by a 
local group, will be at the first rest stop for all riders to enjoy. 
All riders will receive a special  treat at the registration center 
at the conclusion of the ride.

Bucyrus has several nice hotels and camp grounds close 
by.               We suggest making reservations due to the size 
of crowds.
